1. Clean all fabrics with warm water and mild soap. Let them dry.
2. Heavy dirty spots clean with non abrasive cream.
3. Oil all movable parts regularly.




¢ ASSEMBLING )

FRAME

1. Unpack the frame.

2. Press both red buttons on the rear tube and
slide them down to open the rear tube. (fig.1 & 2)
3. Put front and rear tube into plastic bases,
facing inside with screw holes. Fix the bases with
4 screws. (fig. 3)

SEAT

1. Hook the seat onto the seat support located on top
of the frame. Make sure the attaching elements are
properly engaged.

2. Secure seat with axle rod and attach clips on
correct side. (fig. 4)

3. Insert part of footrest on left side, then another
part on right side. Continue simultaneously to insert
the footrest from left to right until it is installed
completely. (fig. 5)

WHEELS

1. Unpack the wheels.
2. Turn the frame to side position.
3. Insert the wheels into plastic base. (fig. 6)

TRAY

1. Hold either side of tray adjustment levers and pull
out. (fig. 7)

2. The tray can be adjusted in 3 positions.

3. The tray can be removed and hanged up on the
red button on the rear tube. (fig. 8)

RECLINE BACKREST a—y
1. Pull the backrest adjustment lever upward to release the backrest. ':'E-__—"—‘\y/,_%f
2. Adjust the seat and engage the lever in the new position. (fig. 9) IJ;-’;-"...,?,I

3. The backrest can be adjusted while your child is on the seat. "{.}L\




ADJUSTING THE HEIGHT OF THE SEAT (5 positions)

1. Stand in front of the high chair.

2. Press and hold the two red buttons under seat at the same
time.

3. Lift or lower the seat to desired position.

4. Release the buttons to secure the seat at the required
height. (fig. 10)

5. To adjust the seat to highest level hold the frame with one
hand and with the other hand pull upward the lever on top of
backrest to required position. (fig. 10)

FOLDING THE HIGH CHAIR

1. Unfasten restraint harness and remove your child
from the high chair.

2. Remove the tray and hang it up on the rear tube.
3. Stand behind the high chair. Move your body
down, press two red buttons on either side of rear
tube and push the rear tube upward until click to
indicate that the high chair is secured in folded
position. (fig. 11 & 12)

MOUNTING OF THE BASKET

1. Hang the two straps of the basket on the hooks
situated on both sides of the seat.

2. Attach the other two straps around the pipe
situated behind the footrest and click the “tic-tac”
buttons.
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
