READ CAREFULLY!

(_ SAFETY REQUIREMENTS )

1. WARNING! Do not leave the child unattended!

2. WARNING! Protective equipment should be worn! (helmet, gloves, knee-pads and elbow-pads).

3. WARNING! Not for children with a body weight of more than 20 kg.

4. WARNING! After departing the packages and plastic bags, please put them away, into order to avoid
doing damage to the child when they are played by the child as toys.

5. WARNING! The child needs to have special skills to use the tricycle and avoid falls or traffic accidents.
6. It adapt to the children aged 1,5 - 3 years and weighted lower than 20 kg.

7. Assemble this product by adult only.

8. Before the child ride the tricycle, the guardian should teach them the following: how to step on the
paddle, how to control the moving direction, how to ride, how to get on and get off. If the child can’t ride
by himself, the guardian should hold the joystick with little force. And teach the child not to put his feet
out, or this will lead to damage to the child.

9. The tricycle should be ride on the even ground. Forbid be ride on the stairs, pond and slope and
highway and street and other uneven places, or it will lead to damage to the child. When riding forbid
being pushed.

10. The maximum load is 20 kg and only one child. Forbid being overload, or this will lead to injury the
child.

11. Before using the tricycle, the guardian should read the using guideline carefully, and put it away for
later reference. Operating not according to the using guideline will effect the child safety.

12. Make sure the belt system is firmly fixed.

13. Check all components are connected before use.

14. Keep small parts out of children reach.
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(' MAINTENANCE & CARE )

1. Please check that whether the fixed parts are fixed tightly, flexible or not. And often add some
lubricant oil to the turning parts in order to extend the usage lifetime. If there are damaged parts change
them immediately. Regularly check for loose screws.

2. The article adopt tubes, plastic, ticker paper and cloth, avoid being used or kept in the moisture and
very cold or high temperature for a long time.

3. Clean the article with wet cloth.

4. If the product has been used on the beach, clean it so as to remove the sand or salt from the moving
parts and wheels.

Assembly by adults

1.fix the rear wheel axle into the rear axle housing. the botton
will pop-up by itself to lock the rear wheel.(picture 1)

2.fix the basket on rear frame by screw.(picture 2)

3.Insert the front wheel assembly into the frame tube,and
then fix handle bar assembly,the botton will pop-up by itself
to lock the assembly.(picture 3-4)

4.Connect the upper pushbar and lower pushbar and then
insert tube.tighten the pushbar by plastic cover at the
bottom.(picture 5-6)

5.fix the seat assembly on the frame,the botton will be locked
by itself.(picture 7)

6.fix the left and right handrail on supporting of backrest and
then insert the canopy supporting (picture 8)

7.seat can be moved 3 points by botton,seat can be turned
over 360° by the oval botton.(picture 9)

8.Backrest can be reclined 3 points by the red botton on
the under of backrest.(picture 10)
